BEHIND THE BADGE - From the desk of Detective Wm Daggett

I've been in the law enforcement busi-
ness for over 27 years. | worked for a
short time in Pentwater and Hart and 2
years in Hesperia before moving to South
Haven in 1984. | have been with the
South Haven Police Department for 25
years, the last 12 as the Department De-
tective.

| was asked to contribute to the Cleaning
Rag and have so on two previous occa-
sions. The stories are all true stories that
| have personally been involved in. Occa-
sionally the names will be changed for
obvious reasons. | hope that some of you
will enjoy the short stories that reflect the
real life of a small town Police Officer and
Detective.

“LIFE IS A BEACH”

Most of the people that visit South Haven
“know” the town as a peaceful, quaint
resort town. The white sand beaches are
long and wide. The views are breath tak-
ing, the sunsets glorious. The F.I.P.
(insert your own words), population rent
cottages for weeks or purchase second
homes so that they can be in paradise
just 2 hours away from the hustle and
bustle of their own reality. Their biggest
concern is finding a parking space down-
town so they can stand in line at Clem’s
for two hours waiting for a table. They
have no idea what really happens in
South Haven or who lurks in the shad-
ows. | DO!

| was working the day shift in uniform
back in the summer of 1988. We were
still in the old PD at 250 Broadway back
then. | was working with Sarge and one
dispatcher on one of those glorious sum-
mer days when | was dispatched to a
littering complaint on the North Beach.
Sounds pretty boring you say? | thought
so too as | drove leisurely across the
Dykman Bridge enjoying some of the
sights along the way. Summer was in full
swing and there were a lot of people en-
joying the day. Did | mention it was HOT?
Let's just say it was difficult keeping my
eyes on the road as | made my way to-
wards the beach.

I made my way down onto Lakeshore
Drive and parked along one of the ce-
ment walls there. | saw an elderly woman
up on Kalamazoo Ave. with a broom

sweeping up some broken glass and as-
sumed she was the caller. It was a short
walk up from Lakeshore Drive to where
she was sweeping and | left my patrol car
parked along the lake. Most of the streets
in this area are one-way.

| started talking with the woman and she
said a white van had come by and the
driver threw a beer bottle onto the street
in front of her cottage. | asked her to de-
scribe the van and she started to tell me
about the van. All of a sudden, she
looked up and said “there’s the van right
there”. A white van was coming down the
street towards us. | stepped out into the
roadway and put my hand up directing
the driver to stop. Did he stop? No, he
accelerated and drove right towards

me! | had to jump out of the way or be
hit. What the hell, this was a littering com-
plaint. The van buzzed by me going
about 40mph. | made eye contact with
the driver and he looked crazy.

| ran back to my patrol car and the van
turned onto Lakeshore until he saw me,
then he started backing up the one way
street which is Avery St., the main street
to the North Beach. This guy is crazy; he
definitely has other issues besides a lit-
tering citation. Now the chase is on. | got
on the radio to dispatch to let them know
what was happening. The Sarge was no-
tified but who knows where he was, |
think it was his nap time back at his
house. We ended up going back across
the bridge and right past the station with
lights and sirens a blazing. When the
suspect got to Phoenix and Broadway he
had a red light but that didn’t slow him
down one bit; he never slowed down and
turned left onto Phoenix. | thought the
van was going to tip over as he made the
turn. | had to slow down to avoid a colli-
sion with oncoming traffic and he got a
pretty good gap between us. | kicked the
Chevy hard to close the gap. When he
got to Blue Star Hwy., he again had a red
light and he was going at least 70 mph or
more. He never touched the brakes as |
held my and prayed that he wouldn't kil
several people as he flew through the
intersection. A couple of cars locked up
their brakes and avoided the collision as |
slowed down to about 30 to get through
safely.

| had to play catch up again as he
flew over the overpass and out past
Sherman Dairy Bar shocking many
of the tourists enjoying their peace-
ful vacation in South Haven. He
made the first turn to the left and
nearly put the van into the ditch. |
caught up about that time and tried
going around him to slow him down.
At that time he suddenly jerked the
steering wheel to the left and run
me off the road into the ditch. | kept
the tires spinning and rooster tailed
out of the ditch and again had to
catch up. When the fool made it to
the T at Baseline road, he turned
right and nearly flipped. | caught up
again. In the mean time, | was try-
ing to communicate on the radio to
let nearby County Deputies and
State Police know where | was
headed so | could get some help. |
think Sarge finally woke up and was
making his way to the patrol car.

Gun Facts, You should know:
Myth: Trigger locks will keep children
from accidentally shooting themselves
Fact: 31 of 32 models of gun locks tested
by the government’s Consumer Product
Safety Commission could be opened
without the key. According to their
spokesperson, "We found you could open
locks with paper clips, a pair of scissors or
tweezers, or you could whack them on the
table and they would open.”
Fact: 85% of all communities in America
recorded no juvenile homicides in 1995,
and 93.4% of communities recorded one or
no juvenile arrests (not convictions) for
murder.
Fact: In 1996, even though there were
around 80 million people who owned a
firearm, there were only 44 accidental gun
deaths for children under age 10, or about
0.0001%.
Fact: California has a trigger lock law and
saw a 12% increase in fatal firearm
accidents in 1994. Texas doesn't have one
and experienced a 28% decrease in the
same year. Also: trigger-locks render a
firearm inaccessible for timely self-defense.
Fact: Children as young as seven (7) years
old have demonstrated that they can pick or
break a trigger lock; or that they can
operate a gun with a trigger lock in place.
Over half of non-criminal firearm deaths for
children over age seven are suicides, so
trigger locks are unlikely to reduce these
deaths.
